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The True Elder Brother 

The Prodigal Son parable is rich with meaning 

and full of lessons for us here at the Elizabeth 

Church of Christ. 

We have seen how prodigiously generous the 

father was, first in giving his son his inheritance, 

and secondly in so amazingly receiving him back 

as a son.  We have seen how forgiveness is 

illustrated for us by the father, taking the 

initiative and paying a high sacrificial cost to 

forgive him.  We have seen the heart of the 

elder brother, and challenged about our own 

relationship with God and how we then treat 

others around us. 

Keller writes these challenging words; òMany of 

us are like the elder brother. We may obey all 

the rules, but our real heart and passion is 

something else ð our career, or making money, 

or our children, or peer acceptance. If anything 

has a controlling position in our heart, if anything 

is more important to our happiness than God, 

then that thing is a GOD to us.ó 

This morning we will see again the great cost of 

reconciliation, the missing ôelder brotherõ in the 

parable who did not go and find and rescue him, 

and the true Elder Brother, who is the Lord 

Jesus Christ. Once we truly understand who 

Jesus is and what He has done for us, our hearts 

will want to love and follow Him.  

Please allow this parable to speak into your 

heart, and help you grow in your faith and love 

for our God.
