If Gold Could Speak 
I am not sure if you are a person who loves gold 
or not.  However, gold has been around a long 
time.  Gold is a metal, that when it has been 
refined, becomes something of beauty.  There is 
a danger in its beauty though, it can become 
something we worship, something we fashion 
into our own idols. For instance, we see the 
Israelites take their gold, heat it up, and then 
fashion it into a calf. This supposedly represented 
their god and they worshiped it. 

Have you ever thought about what gold would 
say if it could speak to us?  Here are a few things 
I think gold may say: 

1)  I wasn’t always this pure and beautiful. 

2)  The refining was hot and painful. 

3)  I am glad to be free of all the impurities. 

4)  I am finally who I was created to be. 

5)  I don’t think I was supposed to be worshipped. 

Gold is a created element of the earth, created by 
God.  Gold is found in the earth bound with rock, 
minerals and other impurities.  It has to be taken 
through a refining process to become its pure 
form again.  This refinement is meticulous and 
time consuming. If gold could feel, it would also 
realise the process is very painful.  Although, 
when the method is complete, the gold is pure, 
beautiful  and back to what it was created to be. 

Did you realise that God is a refiner? 
6In all this you greatly rejoice, though now for a 
little while you may have had to suffer grief in all 
kinds of trials.  7These have come so that the 
proven genuineness of your faith-of greater worth 
than gold, which perishes even though refined by 
fire-may result in praise, glory and honour when 
Jesus Christ is revealed. 

                                           1 Peter 1:6-7       

It is true. God uses our everyday trials and 
struggles to refine us. He allows us to go through 
the fire so that our faith will be made pure 
(genuine).  Our genuine faith is greater than 
gold.  We are more valuable than one of the most 
precious metals of the world.  Our Creator has 
rescued us form the rivers and caves of sin, 
through the work of Jesus Christ. As his prize 
possession he begins to refine us through the 
sanctifying work of Holy Spirit. 

Refining is a lifelong journey, but our Refiner’s 
desire is to bring us back to the purity and beauty 
that he created us for. This process is not one of 
simplicity or ease, but it is a progression that is 
worth every painful step.  We must trust the 

Refiner as he begins to burn away the impurities 
of our lives. Please understand that being 
restored to our original purpose also cost the 
refiner everything.  He has invested his life to give 
us freedom.   Therefore, the pain, the heartache, 
and even the despair that you may feel in life is 
not something the Refiner cant understand. Christ 
himself walked through the fire first so he could 
lead you through. 
20 But how is it to your credit if you receive a 
beating for doing wrong and endure it? But if you 
suffer for doing good and you endure it, this is 
commendable before God. 21 To this you were 
called, because Christ suffered for you, leaving 
you an example, that you should follow in his 
steps.        

I Peter 2:20-21 

No, Christ didn’t need to be refined, but he walked 
through life’s journey so that he could empathize 
with our every weakness (Hebrews 4:15). Another 
thing to note is the refining process will not 
destroy you. Unlike gold, which will still perish 
after being refined (I Peter 1:7), We will not perish. 
Christ has walked the walk and made a way for 
our refining to restore us to the image of our King 
and to live eternally for his Glory. 

Join me Sunday as we jump into the fire, knowing 
that the trials of life will produce genuine faith.  We 
too like Gold have much we could say to the world 
around us. Our lives should result in praise, glory 
and honour to Jesus our King, yet never glory for 
ourselves.
