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et Pathway of Promise

My grandparents lived about 500m up the road from
our place. Although it wasn't far from, because | was
young, my parents wouldn’t let me walk on the road to
their house. Therefore, my memories of going to my
Maw Maw and Paw Paw’s house was always a
delight. We would walk across the driveway, down
through a ditch (which was in our yard) into a
100mx100m garden spot. We would cross through the
garden spot and into the woods. We would enter the
woods via a path. This path would curve left and right
around trees and avoiding briar patches until it
eventually came out in the edge of my grandparents’
yard.

The path was always the exciting bit for me. | loved
walking through the woods and kicking the oak leaves
during the autumn season. | would also discover huge
vines that | could grab and swing on as well as many
other wonderful occurrences. | remember my Paw
Paw took me down the path one afternoon. We
moved about 20ms off the path to an area covered
with pine straw and leaves. He then grabbed two large
sticks and said, “Watch this.” He placed the end of one
branch firmly on the ground and then took the other
stick and started rubbing up and down on the branch
placed in the ground. This caused a vibration to begin
to go through the ground and in seconds all these
worms (nightcrawlers) began to come slithering to the
surface. We used these worms for fishing, and they
were everywhere out in the woods once you knew
how to get them to come up to the surface. As |
mentioned, | loved walking down this path and
exploring. Later | realised the path gave me comfort
and courage to explore the surrounding woods. The
comfort of seeing the path nearby reminded me that |
wasn't lost and | could always get home. The path
became my constant. | loved the path.

If we fast track about 10 years, | now have a brother
who built a house on the other side of my parents.
There were also woods in between Wayne’s (my
brother) house and mine. | am a bit older now but still
loved exploring in the woods. However, tracking to his
house was not as easy. There is no path to bring
confidence or even to get there easily. | had to forge
my own path. | had to work out what is the quickest
and best way to get to my brother’s house. This took
several months of winding through the woods,
removing some briars and other obstacles from what
would become a new pathway. | had to also make
sure there were no holes on what would become the
new found path. | eventually did it, but it gave me new
respect for the path | had walked for years to my
grandparents. Someone before me had walked that
path and created a way forward. | now understood
how hard that would have been. | am now gaining my
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own appreciation for shaping a path.

Our spiritual journey is very much the same. The path
(God'’s constant presence) is our place of comfort and
certainty. As we explore life’s journey there are
remarkable things to discover, but there are areas that
can be dangerous and worth avoiding if possible. Yet,
knowing the path of God’s presence in nearby, we are
filled with courage and comfort.

There is something to note, however. Our path with
God has to be forged by ourselves. Why? Walking
someone else’s path doesn’t help us to discover God
personally. It is only when we venture into the frontier
of faith that we will discover God for ourselves. | really
enjoyed walking the path to my grandparents.
Although | now have realistic understanding of the
path after | pioneered one. Your faith is your journey.
You can't walk the path of another and fully grasp
what caused this path to be shaped. We must live out
our own faith.

God can and will use the difficulty of working out your
own salvation to establish this pathway. Imagine a
path being shaped through those difficult moments
you are facing. As you encounter them (with God) and
overcome them, you have now created a path through
the trial. This pathway becomes your comfort if you
ever face that trial again. Why? Because it establishes
God’s presence in the trial (He will never leave you nor
forsake you). The path becomes a place for you and
Him to always be connected and for you to always
know his presence. A place you grow and learn to love
him in the deepest facets of life and its trails. We need
these pathways. They establish our ability to keep
walking in the faith and letting God fulfil his promise in
our lives.
